�  Back Pain is one of the most frequent 

complaints during primary care office 

visits. 

 

�  Up to 85% of the U.S. Population will 

have Back Pain at some time in their 

life. 

 

�  80% of all back injuries are lower 

back related. 

 

�  Back Pain is the most frequent cause 

of activity limitation under age 45. 

 

�  Increased incidence of Back Pain is 

associated with increasing age. 

 

�  On any given day, 6.5 million people 

are in bed because of Back Pain. 

 

�  5.4 million Americans are disabled 

annually due to Back Pain. 

 

�  10% of all lower Back Pain episodes 

become chronic. 

 

�  The total number of spine surgeries 

in the U.S. approaches 500,000 per 

year. 

 

�  Spine surgery ranks third among all 

surgical procedures. 

 

�  Only 20% of all back surgeries are 

successful after two (2) years. 

 

�  An estimated $45 to $54 billion is 

spent on the treatment of low Back 

Pain per year. 

 

�  Lower Back Pain costs exceed that of 

any other single health disorder.

Therapy invested in a protocol which provides a successful 
treatment for back pain 
without the need for 
surgery.  We achieve this 
utilizing the Axiom 
DRX9000™, which 
allows for decompression 
of the intervertebral discs 
and facet joints.  This is 
accomplished by utilizing 
a highly advance form of 
distraction & positioning. 
 
The focus is to gradually relieve neurocompression often 
associated with back pain.  The process has been proven to 
relieve pain by enlarging intradiscal space, reducing 
herniation, strengthening outer ligaments to help move the 
herniated areas back into place, and reversing high 
intradiscal pressures through application of negative 
pressure. 

Treatment begins with a series of daily 
sessions for two weeks, followed by 
treatments three times a week as needed.  
Each session will take between 30 to 45 
minutes.   

Following each 
therapy session, a 
cold pack with 
electrical muscle 
stimulation is applied 
to help paravertebral 
muscles consolidate 
after treatment.
